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Five Shows in March:
Gallery Share at Hannah Hoffman

Of all the shows taking place in the frame of LA’s gallery sharing initiative, the
one at Hannah Hofman might be the most humorous. This is largely due to two
works: the first one, a video by Nora Turato, hits the viewer with contradictory
and hilarious zingers as if they were self-conscious punching bags. The second
one, an installation by D’Ette Nogle, literally displays the absurd shallowness
that reigns in the art world by dressing mannequins with some of Hoffman’s
own art fair outfits, all of which are chic and certainly art-fair-appropriate. Both
works inventively interrogate our idea of convention and appropriateness, while
acknowledging that we can’t escape the moral and economical systems they
stem from. The show also includes good works by Tom Burr, Luchita Hurtado,
Nancy Lupo, Dianna Molzan and Henning Fehr & Philipp Ruhr.
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
